
 
ALONG THE CONDORS´WAY II 

 

Day 1: Private transport from Puerto Natales to Las Torres Hostería. 
Trekking to Bader Camp that is the entrance to Bader Valley, the valley 
separates the Paine Horns from the Almirante Nieto Mountain (5 Hrs.) – 
Tent night, dinner and breakfast prepared by the guide/assistants. 
 
Day 2: Trekking day among of the Bader Valley (6 Hrs.) - walking through 
the valley we will be surround the East Horn to get into the valley, with a 
possibility to see the Hoja (Leaf), Mascara (Mask) and Espada (Sword) hills, 
all of them made of granite walls between 700 to 900 Mts. high. Also you 
can see another perspective of the Torres, the big wall of the South Tower 
and the hanging Glacier on its base. If the weather conditions allow it the 
trek can last all day. Back to Bader camp or Los Cuernos Refuge Campsite - 
Tent night, Dinner and Breakfast prepared by the guide/assistants. 

 

Day 3: After an energizer breakfast we will walk to Italian Camp (2 Hrs.) 
and keep going until the British Camp (3 Hrs), a quietest place, there we 
will set the campsite. Tent night, Dinner and Breakfast prepared by the 
guide/assistants. 
 
Day 4: Visit to the French Valley, with its granite walls, glaciers, condors 
and calmness during the day. The plan is trekking to the circle of the 
shark’s fin and the base of Fortaleza Hill. If the weather conditions are 
appropriate, this day can last from (6/8 Hrs.) Night at the British Camp, 
Dinner and Breakfast prepared by the Guides/Assistant. 
 
Day 5: Quiet day, we will walk to Pehoe Lake (4 Hrs.) with the Paine Horns 
and its cold heights to our back. By Catamaran Boat we across the Pehoe 
Lake and back at the Pudeto Refuge. We will take the private transfer to 
Puerto Natales - END OF THE PROGRAM.
